• Assist, when required, in ensuring all under-stage and orchestra areas are set as 

required for the performance 
• To construct minor scenic elements relevant to skill level and to undertake minor 

technical alterations to scenery 
• To help maintain scenery and props to the highest standard possible 
• Maintain a tidy and clean working environment in all backstage areas in general 

and as requested by the Senior Stage Technician 
• To carry out any other task that will, from time to time be allocated by the Senior 

Stage Technician, Technical Director or Head of Stage on an ad hoc or continuing 
basis, relevant with the general level of responsibility of the post
